1 Introduction
All Partners of oneM2M have IPR policies that are consistent with the following intellectual property rights policy outline, and through this Agreement all the Partners agree to the following with regard to work conducted in and through the oneM2M project.  Nothing in this agreement shall modify the IPR Policies of the Partners of oneM2M.
2.1 All the Partners of oneM2M have the objective to create technical
 specifications that are based on solutions which best meet the technical objectives of oneM2M.  All the Partners of oneM2M have IPR policies that in general, seek to reduce the risk to all oneM2M partners, and others applying oneM2M technical specifications, that investment in the preparation, adoption and application of standards could be wasted as a result of an essential IPR for a technical specification being unavailable.
3. Disclosure of IPRs in oneM2M
3.1 Subject to clause 3.2 below, each Partner shall encourage through the partner IPR policies, in particular during the development of a technical specification
, to inform oneM2M of essential IPRs in a timely fashion. In particular, a member submitting a technical proposal for a technical specification shall, sincerely and without an intention to deceive, draw the attention of oneM2M to any of that member's IPR which might be essential if that proposal is adopted.  All contributions to the work of oneM2M shall use the contribution template attached to this Agreement.
3.2 The obligations pursuant to clause 3.1 above do not however imply any obligation on members to conduct IPR searches.
3.3 The obligations pursuant to clause 3.1 above are deemed to be fulfilled in respect of all existing and future members of a patent family if oneM2M has been informed of a member of this patent family in a timely fashion. Information on other members of this patent family, if any, may be voluntarily provided.
4.  Availability of licenses
4.1 When an essential IPR relating to a particular technical specification is brought to the attention of a oneM2M partner, all the partners shall encourage the owner to give an irrevocable commitment in writing that it is prepared to grant irrevocable licenses on fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory terms and conditions under such IPR to at least the following extent:
● Manufacture, including the right to make or have made customized components and sub-systems to the licensee's own design for use in manufacture;
● Sell, lease, or otherwise dispose of equipment so manufactured;
● Repair, use, or operate equipment; and
● use methods.
The above undertaking may be made subject to the condition that those who seek licenses agree to reciprocate.

In the event a member assigns or transfers ownership of an essential IPR that it disclosed to oneM2M, the member shall exercise reasonable efforts to notify the assignee or transferee of any undertaking it has made to oneM2M Partners pursuant to clause 4 with regard to that essential IPR.
4.2 An undertaking pursuant to clause 4.1 with regard to a specified member of a patent family shall apply to all existing and future essential IPRs of that patent family unless there is an explicit written exclusion of specified IPRs at the time the undertaking is made. The extent of any such exclusion shall be limited to those explicitly specified IPRs.
4.3 As long as the requested undertaking of the IPR owner is not granted, the technical plenary chairmen should, if appropriate, in consultation with the oneM2M secretariat use their judgment as to whether or not the technical plenary and the relevant working groups should suspend work on the relevant parts of the technical specification until the matter has been resolved and/or submit for approval any relevant technical specification.
Each Partner shall provide to oneM2M information related to IPR licensing declarations that they receive.  In particular, each Partner shall promptly call attention to oneM2M any licenses that are not available in accordance with clause 4.1 above
.
5. Information on IPR by oneM2M
5.1 Any published technical specification shall include information pertaining to essential IPRs which are brought to the attention of oneM2M prior to such publication.  This information may be a referral to databases of the oneM2M Partners.
5.2 oneM2M shall establish appropriate procedures to allow access to information at any time with respect to essential IPRs which have been brought to the attention of oneM2M.  These appropriate procedures may be a referral to databases of oneM2M Partners.  
6. Non-availability of licenses
6.1 Non-availability of licenses prior to the publication of a technical specification
6.1.1 Existence of a viable alternative technology
Where prior to the publication of a technical specification an IPR owner informs a oneM2M Partner that it is not prepared to license an IPR in respect to technical specification in accordance with clause 4.1 above, the Partners shall review the requirement for that standard or technical specification and satisfy itself that a viable alternative technology is available for the standard or technical specification which:
● is not blocked by that IPR; and
● satisfies oneM2M's requirements.

6.1.2 Non-existence of a viable alternative technology
Where, in the opinion of the oneM2M Partners, no such viable alternative technology exists, work on the technical specification shall cease.
7.2 Non-availability of licenses after the publication of a a technical specification
Where, in respect of a published technical specification, the Partners of oneM2M becomes aware that licenses are not available from an IPR owner in accordance with clause 4.1 above, that technical specification shall be referred to the Partners of oneM2M for further consideration in accordance with the following procedure:

I) The oneM2M Partners shall request full supporting details from any member or third party who has complained that licenses are not available in accordance with clause 4.1 above.

II) The oneM2M Partners shall write to the IPR owner concerned for an explanation and request that licenses be granted according to clause 4.1 above. Where the concerned IPR owner is a member, it shall inform the Partners of oneM2M of its decision and provide a written explanation of its reasons in case of continuing refusal to license that IPR.
�oneM2M develops technical specifications and reports.  These may be converted to standards by the Partners, but oneM2M does not develop "Standards" directly.


�Partners don't select which what technical specifications they participate in developing.  Thus, this is confusing.


�Clause 4.1 already has notification of essential IPR to partners.  It is not clear than an independent process is required here.  Thus, this has been modified to having Partners notify oneM2m.
