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Introduction
Issue on local CSE definition has been raised during TP#9, some have confusion between hosting CSE and local CSE. Now we need to refine the definitions. 
Hosting CSE

The definition was agreed earlier stage, now we see we don’t have master/original resource concept. “the addressed resource” is clear enough.

Local CSE

Clearly, we do have local CSE for its registered AEs. For those AEs, the CSE they registered is the local CSE. So this is AE perspective.

Decision point would be do we have a CSE perspective local CSE? This would overlap with registrar(registerd-to) CSE. Furthermore, if we allow CSE perspective local CSE, this means a CSE always/shall send its requests to the local CSE which seems too much restriction for CSEs.
Hence, this CR proposes to remove CSE perspective local CSE. Only AE perspective local CSE remains. Editor’s notes will be removed too, with Application vs. AE clarification.
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Hosting CSE: The CSE where the addressed resource resides.

Local CSE: The CSE where an AE has registered. It is the first CSE that receives Request from an AE. For example:

· If an AEon an Infrastructure Node is the Originator, the Local CSE is the CSE on the Infrastructure Node;

· If an AEon a Middle Node is the Originator, the Local CSE is the CSE on the Middle Node;

· If an AE on an Application Service Node is the Originator, the Local CSE is the CSE on the Application Service Node.
· If an AE on Application Dedicated Node is the Originator, the Local CSE is the CSE on Middle Node or Infrastructure Node which the AE registered with.
· If a Node-less AE is the Originator, the Local CSE is the CSE on Infrastructure Node.
