A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete sections need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed section number clearly shows where the new section is proposed to be located.
Multiple changes in a single CR shall be clearly separated by horizontal lines with embedded text such as, start of change 1, end of change 1, start of new clause, end of new clause.
When subsequent changes are made to content of a CR, then the accepted version should not show changes over changes. The accepted version of the CR should only show changes relative to the baseline approved text.

The behaviour of the CSE for optional resources should be stated; allowing for CSE forwarding and the ability for a CSE to error received requests with optional resources.

Handling of Optional Resources/Attributes/Sub-resources within the M2M System
Any CSE shall respond to a received request targeted to it and that includes optional Resource, Resource attribute or Sub-resource(s) defined within the oneM2M specifications that are unsupported by the target CSE, by sending an appropriate error code back to the request originator. 

When a CSE is not the target entity of a received request that includes Resource, Resource attribute or Sub-resource(s) defined within the oneM2M specifications that are unsupported by the CSE, the CSE shall attempt to forward the received request to a targeted entity. If the CSE cannot forward the received request for any reason, the forwarding CSE shall respond to the received request by sending an appropriate error code back to the request originator.
