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Reason for change

Request handing on Blocking Request and Non-Blocking Request can be largely differ. This contribution suggest to separate them in its common operation.

Wait for Blocking Response primitive

The originator shall wait for the Response primitive from the receiver that corresponds to the Request primitive that was sent by the Originator when the Request was the Blocking Request. Correlation between the Request and the corresponding Response is handled by the transport layer.

If no Response primitive is received within a certain time, specified by server policy and/or by the underlying transport technology, this shall be handled as if a Response primitive with a statusCode STATUS_REQUEST_TIMEOUT was received.

Wait for Acknowledgement on Non-Blocking Request primitive

The originator shall wait for the Response primitive from the receiver that acknowledges acceptance of the sent Request message from the Originator. Correlation between the Request and the corresponding Response is handled by the transport layer.
If the sent Request is successfully received for acceptance, the Originator shall receive a Response primitive with status STATUS_ACCEPTED.
