Create
Primitive specific operation before Orig-C-1.0:

If CREATE request is received, Originator shall consider the CSE(s) represented by exact URI or CSE-ID in the announceTo of the request as Receiver CSE.

If UPDATE request is received, Originator shall consider the CSE(s) represented by exact URI or CSE-ID in the announceTo of the request, which is not included in the announceTo attribute of the original resource as Receiver CSE.

Originator shall include the following attributes in the request:
· Attributes marked with MA and attributes marked with OA that are included in the announcedAttribute attribute. Such attributes shall be present in the original resource and set to same value as the original resource.

· link is set to the URI of the original resource;


· If accessControlPolicyIDs of the original resource is not present, accessControlPolicyIDs is set to the same value with the parent resource or from the local policy of the original resource;
