Resource Specific Procedure on CRUD Operations 

This sub-clause describes <subscription> resource specific behaviour for CRUD operations.

7.3.7.2.1
Create

This clause specifies additional Hosting CSE procedures to the generic resource handling procedures (figure 7.2.1.2.2-2 in clause 7.2.1.2.2). The additional procedures shall be inserted from Recv-7.2 to Recv- 7.8 as below.
The resource handling procedure for the Hosting CSE which receives <subscription> Create request shall perform the following procedures in order:

1. Recv-7.2
2. Recv-7.3
3. Check if the subscribed-to resource, addressed in the to parameter in the Request, is a subscribable resource. Subscribable resource types are defined in [6], they have <subscription> resource types for their child resources.
4. Check if the Originator has privileges for retrieving the subscribed-to resource.
5. If the notificationURI is not the Originator, the Hosting CSE should send a Notify request primitive to the notificationURI to verify this <subscription> creation request (clause x.x.x.x). If it cannot initiate the verification, the Hosting CSE shall return unsuccessful result. If the Hosting CSE initiates the verification, then it shall check if the verification result in the Notify response primitive is successful or not.
