· There were no overall objections to having short names in theory.   It was again noted that there is less chance of introducing errors if long names are used.  The most compelling reason to use short names was identified as creating an economy in data traffic.
· It was further noted that there would need to be a table mapping short names to long names included in the specification if both are to be used.
· A participant noted the core protocol document would be the most appropriate repository for the cross-reference between short and long names.  Clean up would need to be taken in the binding spec, and a proposal would need to be brought to ARC to align their documents.

· Suggestions were made to keep the long names in the XML schemas.  
· It was further noted that two methods would be needed for resource storage if both short and long names are used.  

· It was also clarified that implementation could not be specified.

· It was recommended to fix stage two, and then align stage three.  
· The group AGREED to the use of short names.  
· A single table with the mapping would be ideal.
