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Introduction
This contribution proposes not to give a reference of virtual resource when the parent resource of virtual resource is retrieved.

1. Architecture TS doesn’t specify that the result for retrieval of the parent resource of virtual resource contains reference of virtual resource. ( Misalignment between ARC and PRO.
2. Letting Originator know a reference of virtual resource doen’t give any value.
A. Originator doesn’t need to know a reference of latest/oldest contentInstance resource since Originator can get lastest/oldest contentInstance resource by targeting <latest>/<oldest> virtual resource.

B. Currently the other virtual resources (i.e., <fanOutPoint> and <pollingChannelURI> contain the reference which Orignator already knows.

6.8 Virtual Resources
A virtual resource is used to trigger processing and/or retrieve results, but does not have a permanent representation in a CSE. Table 6.8‑1 lists the Virtual Resources

Each resource instance listed in “Parent Resource” column of Table 6.8‑1 has one virtual resource child of each type listed against it in the table. These child resource instances have fixed resourceNames, as shown in the second column.

Since virtual resource doesn’t have any representation, the result of retrieval for the parent resource of any virtual resources does not contain any virtual resource related information.
A virtual resource shall be addressed using a hierarchical URI formed by taking the hierarchical URI of the parent resource and appending a / followed by the resourceName of the virtual resource.
