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Introduction
TS-0004, Section 6.7 defines the oneM2M specific MIME media types. In TS-0009, Section 6.4.2 defines the possible media types could be used for Accept header. Currently, ”application/xml”, “application/json”, “vnd.onem2m-prsp+xml”, “vnd.onem2m-prsp+json”. For Accept header, it makes more sense to allow either ”application/xml” or “application/json”.
If Accept header indicates application/xml, then the response should use one of the oneM2M defined media types in XML serialization (see clause 6.7 [3]).
This CR proposes to clarify that.

6.7 oneM2M specific MIME media types
The present sub-clause defines oneM2M specific MIME media types which may be used by protocol bindings.

The oneM2M specific MIME media types are defined under the vendor tree of "application" mediate type which is prefixed with 'application/vnd.onem2m-'.

6.4.2
Accept
The Originator may use the Accept header to indicate which media types are acceptable for the response. The Accept header shall be mapped to a set of media types among ”application/xml”, “application/json”. Note that this information is not included in a request primitive.
6.4.3
Content-Type
Any HTTP request or response containing message-body shall include the Content-type header set to one of ”application/xml”, “application/json”, or the oneM2M defined media types defined in clause 6.7 of [3]. Note that some of the oneM2M defined media types defined in clause 6.7 of [3] are not applicable for the response..

Content-Type of the HTTP response should be chosen by the Hosting CSE considering the Accept header given in the HTTP request. 
The value of the Resource Type primitive parameter, which is present in Create request primitives only, shall be appended to the Content-type of the corresponding HTTP request message in the form ty=value, separated by a semicolon character. A valid Content-Type header in this case looks e.g. as follows:
