The originator shall wait for the Response primitive from the receiver that corresponds to the Request primitive that was sent by the originator. Correlation between the Request and the corresponding Response is handled by the transport layer or by Request Identifier parameter of the primitive.
If the originator is registrar CSE and Response Type parameter of sent request is set to 'nonBlockingRequestSynch', when the originator received Response primitive as Acknowledgement associated the request, then originator shall perform "Update <request> resource" on <request> resource which is associated with the sent Request primitive. The originator shall be responsible to keep updated the value of requestStatus attribute of the <resource> resource until the resource is deleted. 
NOTE: Frequency of performing "Retrieve the <request> resource" procedure is up to implementation. 
If no Response primitive is received within a certain time, specified by server policy and/or by the underlying transport technology, this shall be handled as if a Response primitive with a Response Status Code indicating "REQUEST_TIMEOUT" error was received.
