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Introduction
This STE CR proposes to add requestID into the aggregated notification request. 

For the case when there is an AE that issues two or more separate requests targeted to the fanoutPoint of the same group within a small window of time, then there exists a scenario where a group hosting CSE may receive notifications for the request in parallel and return aggregated notifcations to the AE in a different order than the requests made by the AE.     Hence there is no way to associate which original request is associated with which aggregated notification.

For example, a <group> resource is created with 3 members and these members are subscribed to (e.g. an AE issues a subscription request to the fanoutPoint of the group).  If an AE subsequently sends an UPDATE request followed by another UPDATE request in a short period of time targeting the fanoutPoint of the group, this will result in group member resources being updated twice and notifications being sent from the group member hosting CSEs to the group hosting CSE. The group hosting CSE will in turn aggregate the notifications from the two UPDATEs into separate aggregated notifications that each contain 3 notification elements; one for each of the members.  Currently however, there is no way to associate which aggregated notification pertains to which original UPDATE request issued by the AE. Hence an attribute to reflect the original request ID should be added to the aggregated notification element to identify the original request.
After the proposed change, an aggregated notification request payload as shown below where rd5 is the request ID of an original fanout request which triggered the aggregated notification.
