The M2M System shall support the capabilities to collect, store and report data from one or more M2M Devices or M2M Gateways, in ways requested by M2M Applications as listed below:  

· action initiated by either an M2M Device, M2M Gateway, M2M Network Services, or M2M Application; 

· triggered by time or event; 

· of previously collected or real-time data
for delivery to one or more M2M Gateways, M2M Network Services or M2M Applications

Note: HLR-124 is partially covered by the consolidated requirement of 033/034/044/043/046 below, it also includes gateway caching – this is also mentioned in HLR-105 of group 13,  HLR-105 might be….The M2M gateway shall be capable of buffering incoming data from devices, and support forwarding them at a later time in the order of hours, days or even more.
