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	This contribution provides requirements related to the management of M2M Applications.

Background
M2M Applications are Applications that contain oneM2M components which permit the application to utilize the capabilities of the oneM2M service layer. 

The M2M Applications execute on various types of hosts including devices, gateways and general purpose servers.

Following the functional roles depicted within the Requirements TS we see that M2M Applications are used by the (end) user and operated by the Application Service Provider.
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A generalization of the relationship is that the application is operated (owned) by a stakeholder (typically an Application Service Provider) and management capabilities of the M2M Application can be delegated by the operator (owner) to other stakeholders.

Previous management requirements for software updates and other management functions were included Requirements TS but were limited to devices within Local Area Networks.
For example:

	MGR-007
	The M2M System shall provide the capability for monitoring and diagnostics of devices in M2M Local Area Networks .

	MGR-008
	The M2M System shall provide the capability for software management of devices in M2M Local Area Networks.

	MGR-009
	The M2M System shall provide the capability for resetting devices in M2M Local Area Networks.


What is missing from the requirement set is the management of M2M Applications that execute within hosts (e.g., gateway, server) outside the local area network (e.g., network domain).
This contribution proposes requirements on the M2M service layer to provide capabilities to maintain M2M Applications regardless of the “location” of the device.

Proposed Requirements
The following table lists the proposed requirement text for inclusion into the oneM2M requirement TS.
REQ-001: The M2M System shall provide the capability for monitoring and diagnostics of M2M Applications.

REQ-002: The M2M System shall provide the capability for software management of M2M Applications.
REQ-003: The M2M System shall be capable of configuring the execution state an M2M Application (start, stop, restart).
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
