	It is proposed to discuss and adopt the conclusion to the oneM2M Requirements TS.
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1) Discussion
While we are in the process of considering Stage 2, we found OSR-010 may need further understandings. 
In the requirement OSR-010,

The M2M system shall support mechanisms for message delivery notification to those M2M Applications requesting reliable delivery or timely delivery notification.

 It mentioned “timely delivery notification”, but how the delivery notification to be implemented is not clear in this requirement.

We have consulted with some companies on this matter, including the original contributors. We summarized their views in general, as follow:
· The “timely delivery notification” is limited to service layer. This does not talk about transport at all. If an Application needs to convey its information to an specific device and needs to be notified of that within a specific time, it has to signal it to the service layer
· The “timely delivery notification” is intended to address an end to end notification, so it includes all the chain, including application, service layer and underlying networks.
To help members of oneM2M have uniform understanding, we propose to discuss and clarify “timely delivery notification”.

It is proposed WG1 to discuss and clarify “timely delivery notification”.
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
