Opening of the meeting


Dragan Vujcic, Vice Chair, opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. 
As there was no formal agenda for this call it was decided to postpone the two contributions which had been uploaded. These will be discussed at the next conference call.

A discussion took place on issues which need to be resolved before the specifications are released following the TP12 meeting at the end of July. It was suggested that the conference calls should concentrate on identifying and solving these critical issues. Editorial updates should be treated with a lower priority.

The issue of access control was identified and it was felt that this really should be resolved before the end of July. Whether this should simplified and kept in Release 1 or left open and included in Release 2 was also discussed. 
Questions raised on who will define the access control policy xsd and what it should look like. It was felt that more discussion is needed with WG3 to define which WG will take this in charge. Joint call before TP12 is foreseen with WG3, need to confirm which date. 
Qualcomm will provide contribution to provide more details for next WG4 call.
Location information – questions raised on whether or not the parameters need to be dynamic. Need to decide how the location information is defined. This also needs to be discussed with WG 2 & WG3.

Should have something simple to implement such as country code – there are probably standards already existing to cover this and it was felt that existing work could be reused. What would happen if the location information is not available – would this mean that access is denied as there are rules in place and the rule is not being met.  Location can be accessed in different ways and is node/device capabable dependant, these need to be reflected in stage 3 specifications.
