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Introduction
To the Technical Plenary meeting #1 it is expected to receive high level proposals for transfer of work from oneM2M Members regarding past and current (but not future) work carried out in Type 1 Partners. 
In order to ensure a smooth process when discussing proposals from oneM2M Members regarding transfer of work to oneM2M, and also when discussing the scope, structure and work plan of oneM2M it is recommended that the high level proposals contain some basic information. 

This contribution outlines some recommendations regarding the proposals for potential transfer of work to oneM2M.
The scope of oneM2M is defined in article 2.2 of the Partnership Agreement:
“2.2 Scope and Objectives of the Partnership

The Partners agree to co-operate in the production and maintenance of globally applicable Technical Specifications and Technical Reports related to M2M Solutions with the initial focus on Service Layer. 

Initially, oneM2M shall prepare, approve and maintain the necessary set of Technical Specifications and Technical Reports for: 

· Use cases and requirements for a common set of Service Layer capabilities; 

· Service Layer aspects with high level and detailed service architecture, in light of an access independent view of end-to-end services; 

· Protocols/APIs/standard objects based on this architecture (open interfaces & protocols); 

· Security and privacy aspects (authentication, encryption, integrity verification); 

· Reachability and discovery of applications; 

· Interoperability, including test and conformance specifications; 

· Collection of data for charging records (to be used for billing and statistical purposes); 

· Identification and naming of devices and applications; 

· Information models and data management (including store and subscribe/notify functionality); 

· Management aspects (including remote management of entities); and 
· Common use cases, terminal/module aspects, including Service Layer interfaces/APIs between:

· Application and Service Layers; 

· Service Layer and communication functions. “
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Guidance for preparing contributions proposing transfer of work
Step 1

Guidance for preparing contributions proposing transfer of work: 
· oneM2M members (not Type 1 Partners) prepare and submit contributions proposing transfer of work, e.g. in form of a table. 
· For each proposed deliverable* for transfer the following information should be provided in English language: 

· Type of deliverable* (Technical Specification, Technical Report, …), 
· Document number, 
· Title,

· Scope/Description, 
· Area of oneM2M Scope (number) according to Table 1 below. 
If a deliverable* is spanning over more than one Area it is recommended to indicate the Main area with (M) [only one area should be marked as Main] and Secondary Areas with (S).
· Language.

· Comment/additional information.

Ultimately, it will be up to the Technical Plenary to review and determine if a deliverable* proposed for transfer is allocated to the correct Area of scope. Re-allocations will be done if needed. 
It is also for the Technical Plenary to decide whether to accept the proposals for transfer or not.

Rows 1-11 in TABLE 1 describe the different Areas of the oneM2M Scope. Row 12 is used to indicate if a proposal for transfer is currently outside the scope of oneM2M.
