oneM2M IPR STATEMENT

Rationale: 
Several SDOs have already developed specifications pertaining to the M2M service layer. In most cases the work was split into: 

A. requirements, 

B. reference architecture, 

C. reference points and protocols.

This approach is believed by the authors of this contribution to be a good way forward for the normative work at oneM2M.

Proposal:

This contribution suggests the approval of a set of working items for the M2M service layer standardization work to take place in oneM2M. This set of working items is made in accordance with the stage 1, stage 2 and stage 3 approach as depicted in ITU-T I.130.

Proposed Work Items for approval: 

WI01: Title:
Machine-to-Machine communications (M2M); M2M service requirements 

Description: This working item will describe the end to end service and system requirements in terms of capabilities for supporting M2M communication services. Use cases for M2M services will be documented in informative annexes to help deriving requirements.
