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1 Introduction and Challenges

Task Summary: At TP#1, WG1 (Requirements) initiated a task to produce deliverable describing the benefits of oneM2M technology for the purpose of triggering feedback from verticals.  A deadline of TP#2 was selected.

Progress: A series of drafts were presented at the Joint WG1/WG2 conference calls. There was discussion during the calls and offline via email. Some participants contributed figures, but these did not find their way into the current version. The current version reflects consensus, except where noted and except where some final comments are anticipated during TP#2.

Challenges: Shortly into the task, participants started questioning if oneM2M TP was the correct forum for developing this document, particularly since some sensitive topics such as cost-effectiveness seem unavoidable, and cost is a topic usually avoided in technical discussions. After consultation with oneM2M SC, the joint WG1/WG2 decided that the draft deliverable will be passed to oneM2M SC following TP#2 as input to documents they may wish to produce for triggering feedback from verticals.
2 Status

A draft deliverable has been produced in the form of a presentation. Given that no oneM2M technical documents exist at this point in time, the document contains about as much detail as can be provided.
It was not possible to reach consensus on all content. However, aside from the contentious issues, the document could be considered a stable draft. 
3 Next Steps

Some final rounds of discussion in TP#2 are recommended to attempt resolving some outstanding contentious issues.  At the end of TP#2, I recommend leaving in contentious content, with notes identifying and explaining the contentions.
The deliverable should then be passed to oneM2M SC. 
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
