Under the framework of the oneM2M architecture, this Working Group will focus on the technical aspects related to management of M2M entities and/or functions. This WG will also focus on application specific abstraction and semantics. 
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Conclusion:
It is proposed to adopt above ToR for the Management, Abstraction & Semantics WG within oneM2M.
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�This is to make sure that the scope of specification for device management aspects are understood and agreed not to be uniform and across-the-board, but instead, to be precisely context-specific to clearly agreed classifications.  


�The management and app enablement are claimed to be closely related. Demand for semantics and abstraction is common for both application API and management.


�This is to clarify the purposes and benefit of this specification. 


�This is to ensure that device application enablement does not attempt to define ‘all and any’ feature of device or applications but only first study and then define a minimum set of commonly managed features and leave others for ample room for differentiation in the market place.  


�Application localization, which is a burdensome must to software developers in today’s global markets, can easily be relieved if the specification on semantics includes multilingualism.
