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1 Background
The current version of the spread sheet requires some update:

1. “Semantic Support” was correctly identified as “Additional Function” to be implemented in “Subsequent major Releases”, as it had been discussed in WG5. 
However, WG5 identified one sub-function “Device Abstraction” relevant for Rel-1 (Currently HGI, BBF and oneM2M are discussing this subject jointly). 
· Therefore a sub-function “Device Abstraction” to “Semantic support” should be added to the table, identifying it as “Additional functionality” which should be implemented in “Initial release with Lower Priority or subsequent minor release”
2. The current table shows “Ability to trigger off-line Devices” as an additional sub-function of  “Communication Mgmnt & Delivery Handling / Providing communication with other CSEs, AEs and NSEs” with “Initial High Priority”. 
However, related functionality “Device Triggering” and “Small Data” (under “Network Service Exposure – Service Execution and Triggering / Access under-lying Network Service” are shown as
“Initial release Lower Priority or subsequent minor release” or even “Subsequent Major Release”. 
This does not make sense since all of these functions are linked and need to be available at the same time.
· It is proposed to change priority of  all three (“Ability to trigger off-line Devices”, “Device Triggering”, “Small Data”) consistently to “Initial Release Lower Priority”
