· Discussions on the process we are following.

· Proposal to define functions and building blocks before we define priorities.

· We need to understand what we mean by these items before we prioritize them. These discussions should take place in the WGs

· WE have already spent over one year to clarify the functionalities. We now need to estimate when we will release the first the release and this is a very useful tool to start that process. Such a discussion should involve all WGS and therefore TP is the right place to hold the discussions.

· This is a guideline, not a final decision that cannot be changed.

· Whatever date we choose now is a tentative date which may change.

· The definitions of the sub-functions should be high priority for ARC

· Proposals to progress the priority discussions within the WGs on conf calls, not face to face meeting time.

· Counter proposal to keep it as low priority because bootstrapping on the device provisioning could be difficult or impossible at this time. 

· This does not prevent contributions for the first release, but we cannot risk that it slows down the first release.

· Lower priority means that it will be included if it is ready, but the First release will not be delayed if it is not ready.

· Dynamic and network bootstrapping should be together.
· Need to define an initial release that will work on any network, therefore bootstrapping is critical. We cannot make it rely on a special class of underlying network. Leave it as the lower priority.

· We must send a message that we support any network and not just on 3G or cellular networks. Network independent must be the first priority.

· Provisioning and dynamic must be together. Proposal to include dynamic bootstrap with network bootstrap.
