The Use Case TR Work Item that was opened at TP1 is closed since the objective was met at TP7.  Future work in oneM2M will depend in part upon on going additions to use cases in the Use Case TR.  This Work Item proposes opening the Use Case TR in such a way as to allow for ongoing work without the need to re-instantiate the Use Case TR.  

The scope is identical to that defined in the previous Use Case Technical Report work item.  
Rather than defining a single set of Freeze and Approval dates, this Work Item will be considered a “living” document in that it will be available for “Start” under Change Control as soon as the meetingimmediately after Use Case TR “Approval”. The initial “Start” date will be TP8, but after attainment of subsequent “Approvals” the Use Case TR will “Start” upon the submission of a Use Case contribution to WG1.
The “Freeze” date will be no less than one TP from the “Freeze” date and no greater than two TP meetings from the “Freeze” date of the Requirements TS for a given release.  Similarly, the “Approval” date will be no less than one TP from the “Approval” date and no greater than two TP meetings from the “Approval” date of the Requirements TS for a given release.
