· Challenges include reaching the 80% targets, realizing consumer benefits, and privacy /security issues.

· Willem described the use cases and the architecture of the ESMIG
· He explained some of the functionality that is available to the user and the suppliers.

· With very detailed sampling you can sense which device is being turned on or off and therefore potentially what TV programs people watch and when they went to the toilet. The availability of this information is decided by the user. The supplier also collects some detail and this may be provided to third parties under certain circumstances.
· Data models will be harmonized with DG connect (European Commission)

· Inter gateway connection is seen to be important for ESMIG.
· There is a need and desire to look at oneM2M and how it would map into the work of ESMIG
