Based on discussions on the use of the term acronyms and feedback received with respect to the unclear distinction of TS-0011 and locally used definitions and abbreviations in particular TSs and TRs, it is proposed to rename the TS-0011-Definitions and Acronyms. As a consequence changes to the WI-0003 (name of TS-0011) and changes to the TS-0011 (name of TS and changes to scope section) are required. Additionally text to the scope section of TS-0011 should be added to clarify the use of locally unique definitions and abbreviations in Technical Specifications and Technical Reports.

In document “REQ-2014-0496R01-Change the name of TS-0011-Definitions and Acronyms” it was agreed to rename TS-0011to TS-0011-Common Terminology.
The WI-0003 has to be updated accordingly.
