oneM2M would like to encourage your organization to consider our specifications when progressing your work programme. We will welcome and seek to address any feedback your might formulate to oneM2M. 
oneM2M Rules and Procedures do not include a “Liaison Officer” role. However we can extend our collaboration through exchange of liaisons. Additionally joint members can help in that direction.
Since ISO/JTC1 WG10 intends to work on “IoT standardization gaps”, we would appreciate to be kept informed about any gaps you may discover.
