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ITU-T Study Group 17, Security, in its Question Q11/17, Generic technologies to support secure applications, noted with interest that object identifiers (OID) are considered to be used for M2M device identification in your technical specification of the oneM2M functional architecture (oneM2M-TS-0001).

ITU-T Question 11/17 jointly with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 6/WG 10 is responsible for allocating OIDs and recently initiated new work related to the use of OIDs for IoT, initially for the identification of IoT devices.

We would like to propose to hold a collocated meeting with the relevant group of oneM2M with a view to better understanding your intended use of OIDs for IoT devices in the M2M area and investigate how both organizations could benefit from each other.

We therefore welcome your feedback on this proposal. The detailed schedule and a draft agenda could be discussed afterwards between the management team of both groups.
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
