Overview

The oneM2M Technical Plenary would like to thank the OSGi Alliance for their participation at our face-to-face meeting in Sophia-Antipolis from March 14th to March 18th.
The presentation given by Christer Larsson, VP EMEA of the OSGi Alliance, in particular, was very interesting and several member companies of both the OSGi Alliance and oneM2M expressed a strong interest in a collaboration between the two organizations, on several topics.

The topics listed as potentially interesting for such a collaboration were recorded as follows:

1. Service Layer API (oneM2M WI-0020): oneM2M is willing to work on a layer of programmatic APIs (libraries) above its current protocol bindings on Mca. Such a layer would support multiple languages, and in the case of Java it would make a lot of sense to work with OSGi on the subject.
2. Deliver AE as a OSGi bundle on to nodes.

3. Deliver implementation of resource to CSE

4. Action Triggering(WI-0035)
5. Hot Deployment of oneM2M components (CSEs)
6. WI-0043 and TR-0022 Continuation of HGI Activities

7. Interworking between oneM2M and OSGi as side-by-side platforms

For the time being, the topics #1 and #6 above have been identified as being the ones that would draw the biggest interest in a first phase.

OneM2M would like to offer to the OSGi Alliance to take concrete steps on these two work topics.
In particular, oneM2M would like to suggest that the following oneM2M Working Groups now take contact with the OSGi Alliance to coordinate further concrete steps:
· oneM2M Working Groups 2 (Architecture) and 3 (Protocols) to lead actions on the Service Layer API (item #1 above)

· oneM2M Working Group 5 (Management, Abstraction and Semantics) to lead actions on the Home Domain Enablement (item #6 above)
