Questions raised on how this will impact oneM2M

oneM2M focus is on interoperability and ITU focus is on frameworks. Omar explained that an agreement between ITU-T and oneM2M was reached last week where the oneM2M specifications would be adopted, without any change, as ITU-T Recommendations. Any proposal for change must be brought back to oneM2M so as to avoid having two different versions of the same specification. We need to plan for this and we need volunteers to help put this in motion. Shane HE from Nokia will work on this and it was suggested that the Rapporteurs could help with transposing the specifications.
It was suggested that a decision on which specifications and which version should be provided to ITU-T. It was felt that the latest version of the Rel-2 TS-0001 and TS-0002 would be a good start for the July meeting.

Care needs to be taken with the security aspects and we should avoid any duplication. SG17 is handling general security issues and SG20 is handling security in IoT. 

WG Chairs should discuss which documents can be brought to ITU-T for their July and September meetings and come back to the mid-week plenary
Need to ask rapporteurs if they can do the actual work of copy and pasting the specifications into the correct template

Shane will ask for the template that oneM2M needs to use to transpose the specifications and share that with the group.

It was suggested that the 3GPP way of working with ITU-T and transposing the deliverables could be used but this needs to be checked.

8 Mid-Week Plenary

8.1 Welcome Back

Omar welcomed the participants back to the mid-week plenary. 
8.2 Industry Day
It was felt that this was a very useful experience and the plan is to hold another one in Memphis. The MARCOM group will also meet during the TP week and should be available to help and bring a marketing perspective to the event planning.
It was suggested that it would be useful to have the presentations prior to the event, even just a day or so in advance would be useful.
The full day format was felt to be the optimum timing and it was suggested that this should be retained.
It was felt that having people from the industry attending and being able to discuss their requirements was found to be very useful

It was suggested that a conclusion or wrap-up session was missing and should be considered for the next events

It was a good opportunity to have interesting exchanges in both directions - verticals bringing their needs and requirements to oneM2M with feedback from oneM2M and an opportunity to promote our technology to the verticals. It was felt that this 2 way communication could be very useful. The Smart cities example was felt to be a good example of this. It was felt that the oneM2M presentations should have preferential treatment and could be extended by 10 mins.
The motivation for this and future events was to get feedback from the real commercial market and getting feedback on their business. It was felt that this fresh and different perspective and could work to make us think out of the box

It was suggested that for the Memphis meeting, member companies such as interdigital, HPE, Qualcomm, etc who have implementations could be invited to present their implementations. It was felt that it shouldn’t just be the standards people but the business people from these companies would be interesting to talk to.
It was felt that any feedback from oneM2M doesn’t have to be only on the architecture, it could also be from the marketing group on any commercial issues that they are aware of such as certification. A presentation from TTA could be useful.
The personal networking opportunities were also felt to be very interesting and useful.
8.3 ITU

Deadline for all deliverables is September however it would be better to have the TS-0001 and TS-0002 ready for July.
From a technical point of view there should be no issues however from a political point of view there may be some issues

OneM2M needs to do some homework before attending SG 20, perhaps contact Fran O'Brien, SC chair to get his input on the political issues.
Need the list of specs from all the WGs (WG 1 - should include the use cases TR)
TRs will be assessed on a case by case basis. ITU recommendations can be informative or normative

Shane will distribute the templates for the ITU - Contribution template / recommendations template - it was felt that these should be signed by several supporting companies.
The oneM2M deliverables will be converted to the Recommendation template and the contribution template will be filled in to request endorsement of the recommendation. Shane will provide an example.
