It was suggested that further analysis is needed to show concrete examples of what is better and what functionality is not working.

Concerns raised over having 2 solutions for the device management in the oneM2M specs.

Need to also take under consideration the perception from the outside world of the oneM2M work being re-done after 4 releases as this may not be perceived to be a positive thing
If we agree to go this way forward and change to the SDT solution then the risk is that the perception from the outside world may not be positive

Suggested that we could keep the current structure as is as the bindings are in place to help. For those that are not OMA then the SDT solution is much cleaner.
It was agreed to create a new WI on mapping from management object to SDT. This will make it clear that the MO is no longer the recommended way forward by oneM2M.
