Meeting Schedule for TP45

Roland presented 2 possible scenarios for the virtual meetings:

· Option A: closely spaced.

· The WG web-meetings are scheduled within a period of two or three weeks. The series starts and closes with a TP session (two sessions a day).
· Option B: Scattered.

· The WG web-meetings are scheduled within a period of several weeks. The series starts and closes with a TP session. WGs pick their preferred timeslots, not all of the possible timeslots may be taken.
Support was expressed for option B.

It was suggested that the use of email discussion threads would be useful to introduce the contributions and to help solve issues in advance. Before each virtual meeting an email thread could be started to explain that x contributions are now open for review. This would enable a more efficient use of the actual meeting time as the contributions wouldn’t need to be reviewed during the call – could go straight to comments. Option B would be better suited to this way of working than option A. 
A clear set of guidelines will be set up during the opening plenary to ensure that the use of email discussion is correctly handled.
Option B also includes the original meeting dates which may have already been blocked for oneM2M by the meeting delegates and would avoid ‘shuffling’ workloads.

Two sessions could be held per day and would run from the following times:

· Session 1 (S1): 12:00-13:30 GMT

· Session 2 (S2): 13:30-15:00 GMT

It was agreed, that while the above times are agreed by the group, the times are not fixed. If there is only 1 call per day then the time could be adjusted to ensure that no one is staying up too late or getting up too early.
Should avoid meeting on May 5th, 21st and 22nd as these are public holidays.
