Practical Information
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1. VENUE OF THE MEETING
The meeting will take place in the ITU Headquarters, Montbrillant entrance, 2 rue de Varembé, 1211 Geneva, Switzerland. 
GETTING TO ITU
If you are staying at a hotel, youth hostel or campsite in Geneva, the establishment may offer a "Geneva Transport Card", which gives free access to public transport in Geneva. Get more information from Genève Tourisme or the establishment concerned.
Geneva's public transport system is operated by the Transports publics genevois (TPG). Their site has timetables, fares, route details, etc. Unless you have a weekly or monthly pass, you have to buy your ticket at the machine located at the bus stop, if possible with the exact change. Tickets are not sold on buses. The machines accept CHF and EUR.
Various outlets - including TPG agencies and newspaper shops - sell prepaid cards (tpgPay​) that can be used instead of money to buy tickets from the machines at bus stops.
From Cointrin Airport
Anyone arriving at Geneva Airport can obtain a free ticket (for immediate use) for 80 minutes' travel on the Geneva transport system. The ticket machine is located just before the customs control area in the luggage claim area.
· Bus 5 (direction "Thônex-Vallard", get off at Nations)
· Bus 28 (direction "Jardin botanique", get off at Nations)
Every 15-20 minutes until 1900 hours, then less frequent; 17 minute journey.

· Bus 5 (direction "Aéroport", get off at Nations)

· Bus 11 (direction "Jardin Botanique", get off at UIT)

Frequent service all day and evening; 10 minute journey. The fare from town is CHF 3.00 (select the "Tout Genève" ticket at the machine, valid for one hour).
Car rental and parking
Most major car rental companies are represented at the airport. Parking is available at the Parking des Nations, adjacent to ITU.
Taxis
Taxis can be ordered online or by telephone (022 331 4133), or picked up at the 60 or so taxi ranks located around the city and at the airport.
The fare from the airport to the city center varies from CHF 30 to 35 and depends on traffic flow, time of day and number of passengers. Within Geneva, including the airport, the amount to be paid is as shown on the meter.
The driver will make a small additional charge for luggage. The tip and VAT are included in the fare, but it is nevertheless customary to give one or two francs.
AT ITU
ITU's headquarters comprise three interlinked buildings, Montbrillant, the Tower and Varembé (ITU circulation plan). Access to these buildings is provided by RFID security badges (swipe cards) that are issued during registration in the Montbrillant building.

· The Montbrillant entrance (2 rue de Varembé, extension 6788 or 6789) is open from 0600 to 2200 hours, Monday to Friday. It is here that delegate registration takes place.
· Office numbers in the three buildings begin with M, T and V, respectively.
· Lockers are available in the Montbrillant reception and the Tower basement; access is provided using your security badge.
· Cafeterias are located at the top of the Tower building and between the Varembé and Montbrillant buildings. Open Monday to Friday from 0800 to 1700 hours.
· Toilets are clearly signposted around all delegate areas.

3. REGISTRATION
Pre-registration is mandatory and is to be done online via the study group home page at least one month before the start of the meeting. Kindly register at the ITU and oneM2M website.

· Fill in the required information and click “confirmation”
· After you receive a confirmation of your ITU account, you can now register “as an invited expert”, as shown below, for the meeting HERE.
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4. VISA REQUIREMENTS
If required, visas must be requested before the date of arrival in Switzerland from the embassy or consulate representing Switzerland in your country or, if there is no such office in your country, from the one that is closest to the country of departure. Deadlines vary, so it is suggested to check directly with the appropriate representation and apply early. 
If problems are encountered, the Union can, at the official request of the administration or entity you represent, approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa. Once your registration has been approved by your organization’s registration focal point, there is normally a 15-day delay before the visa request letter is issued. Therefore, requests should be made by checking the corresponding box on the registration form (as shown below) no later than one month before the meeting. Enquiries should be sent to the ITU Travel Section (travel@itu.int), bearing the words “visa support”.

The voltage in Switzerland is similar to that in most other European countries, i.e. 230V/50Hz. Switzerland uses two types of electric plug: type C (two pins) and type J (three pins).

6. MONEY AND CURRENCY EXCHANGE RATES
The unit of currency is the Swiss Franc (CHF). Major credit cards are accepted in most places in Genava, such as Visa and MasterCard.
