Roland thanked JaeSeung for acting as the liaison between the two groups and JaeSeung confirmed that he will continue to do so.

Feedback on e-meetings
It was suggested that while it is easy to clear a week for a face to face meeting that has been arranged 3 months in advance it was not so easy to clear a month for oneM2M meetings at short notice. It may be easier in future if the next e-meeting dates are arranged well in advance.
Time zone is problematic and it was suggested that this needs to be addressed in future e-meetings

It was felt that the month-long meeting was not as bad as it could have been and in the whole worked very well. The mailing lists were more active than usual and good attendance at the calls. It was felt that the offline discussions during coffee breaks etc were missed as these usually have good results.

A similar approach will be in place for TP46 and Roland will reach out to the WG chairs to see what could be improved and how much time is needed. Dates will be set as soon as possible.

It was suggested that an update to the Method of Work document will be needed to cover e-meetings and electronic voting.
