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Introduction
oneM2M received an Invitation for collaboration from GSMA OPG. This input contribution summarzes the information available and the request.
GSMA has launched a project, Operator Platform Group (OPG), to define the architecture and technical requirements for a federated platform that exposes edge resources to application developers via a set of APIs. It is the desire of the GSMA to instruct existing SDOs with the realization of the requirements.

GSMA OPG plan to collaborate with the SDOs (e.g. invitation of the SDOs Chairs, Liaison Statements) to align the activities and they are considering oneM2M for this collaboration.
The oneM2M TP Chair has been contactet and was invited to a first informal introductiory webmeeting on Tuesday June 23. At this occasion GSMA OPG was also invited to give a presentation at this TP meeting series. Date t.b.d.
