oneM2M Demos - Planning
· On July 11th (UTC time), the oneM2M secretariat has sent to the email exploder lists oneM2M_TP@list.oneM2M.org and oneM2M_Marketing@LIST.ONEM2M.ORG a mail calling for showcase demonstrations for the oneM2M Event, to be submitted by interested member companies and partners, with a deadline set to August 8th 2014.
· Following this call for submissions, nine submissions have been received by the oneM2M secretariat.

· On August 13th 2014, during the WPM#12.1 conference call, these nine submissions have been disclosed and reviewed. All of them appeared to be within the scope of the tender for this event.

· On August 14th, in accordance with the decision taken during WPM#12.1, Joachim Koss, in his capacity of WPM Acting Convenor, has sent an email to the email exploder list oneM2M_WP_Management@list.oneM2M.org to disclose the nine received submissions and ask for further comments by September 1st.
· Time was also given to original submitters to discuss until September 1st and to merge some of the showcases if they wished to, in particular the submitters of the showcases 1+2 and 6, as it was felt that these may have been intended to be the same showcase (see action point A-WPM -12.1-003).

· On September 2nd, during the WPM#12.2 conference call, we need to endorse the definite list of showcases that will receive both a speaking slot in the afternoon of the oneM2M Showcase Event as well as space to actually display their showcase.
· This list will then be formally communicated by WPM to the oneM2M secretariat, and then via the same lists that the original tender was sent. It should be made clear in this mail that Exhibit Demos may still be considered (see next item). 

· Up until September 30th, other proposals for Exhibit Demos may be received by the oneM2M secretariat. These will also be reviewed by WPM to check if they are following the expected guidelines, and will be considered for display on the same exhibit floor as the Showcase Demos, under the same conditions.
· All submitters of Showcase Demos and/or Exhibit Demos may update their demo description as they progress in their work and shall make sure that on September 30th at the latest, they have sent a detailed description to the oneM2M secretariat.
