ETSI M2M Workshop

ETSI will organise its 5th workshop on Machine to Machine Communications from 9th to 11th December 2014. The 2014 workshop will take place in the ETSI main building, where we will have increased our meeting room sizes to host this event. As always, the event will be open to all and attendance will be free of charge.
This workshop has become a fixture in ETSI’s workshop calendar, and regularly attracts over 200 participants, approximately half of whom are not involved in ETSI standardization activities. 

The workshop is focused on M2M standards related issues, with an open call for contributions on suggested new topics for standardization. It attracts contributions from research projects highlighting their latest findings, but it also offers a channel to communicate the status of standardization at ETSI, and at partner bodies. It is one of the few M2M events which is not overly commercial in nature and where standards are a key topic.
In parallel with the workshop, a demonstration area is set up to allow members to set up table-top demonstrations of M2M standards based prototypes or implementations. A separate call will be circulated for participation in this demonstration area.

oneM2M proposed involvement

Most of ETSI’s M2M standards interest is now focused on oneM2M. Therefore the main standards focus of this workshop should be on oneM2M standards. 

oneM2M will have completed its first release by the time of this workshop, therefore this event presents an ideal opportunity to present this release, the background to it, the services it enables, and details of its contents, to a largely European audience who are genuinely interested in oneM2M specifications.

oneM2M delegates and technical management are already heavily involved in preparing this workshop: a vice-chair of the TP, three WG chairs and a WG vice-chair are all on the programme committee. Further oneM2M participation on the programme committee is welcome, in addition to any other engagement which oneM2M sees fit.
It is expected that the agenda will contain an early session which focuses on the contents of the first oneM2M release. The workshop agenda could also focus on requirements gathering from industrial sectors not represented in oneM2M.
