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On discussion with a number of oneM2M delegates and officials, ETSI proposes to undertake the following enhancements to the oneM2M website
Leadership Team 

A page to be added to the ‘About oneM2M’ section under a menu item ‘Leadership Team’, containing the photos and short bios of each of the SC chairs and vice-chairs, and each of the TP chairs and vice-chairs. Much of the contents of this page has already been collected.
Latest Drafts

A page to be added to the ‘Technical’ section of the website containing tables of the latest draft TSs for each release (Release 1 TSs continue to receive maintenance updates), and the latest draft TRs. New draft specifications are required to be uploaded to the oneM2M portal within two weeks of each Technical Plenary, and from there they will be added to the website by ETSI. 

All oneM2M draft specifications are already publicly available from the FTP server, but are not easily found there. Placing them on the website will facilitate comment and feedback, and will also demonstrate that oneM2M is progressing with Release 2.
Work Programme

The oneM2M work programme was available in a limited form on the previous website, mostly in the form of individual Work Item files linked to from the FTP site. There was no overview available. The work programme is maintained by the TP in an Excel file (or rather, not maintained – it hasn’t been updated since August 2014). It is proposed to add a table to this Excel file with the minimum data required for the website, and which can be easily inserted from the Excel file into a web page each time the work programme is updated (this should be 4-5 times a year).
The work programme would be available from the ‘Technical’ section of the website.

Case Studies
(suggestion originally made by ATIS) To further promote oneM2M, some examples of what oneM2M could offer are required. It is proposed to compile a set of case studies of applications of oneM2M, and place these on the website (probably under ‘About ETSI / Case Studies’). Initially case studies would likely be closely related to the demos at the various oneM2M showcases. Later they could provide feedback from early deployment.
While a template could be developed, each case study provider should be free to use text, images, slides, video etc. to illustrate their case study. 

An open call can be made to all oneM2M members, looking for case studies to be contributed. Contributors would be expected to provide all of the content for each case study. Individual member names could be identified in each case study. While Marcom might need to check each case study to ensure there is a real relationship to oneM2M, there may not need to be a competition or strong selection criteria – many case studies can be hosted on the website.
List of deployments / vendor products

oneM2M needs to highlight implementation and use of the oneM2M specifications. Consideration should be given to hosting a page listing known deployments and vendor products which are claimed to conform to oneM2M specifications. In the absence of any certification scheme put in place by oneM2M, it would be made clear on such a page that oneM2M has not verified any claims, and that listing on the page is in response to a simple request.

Alternatively, the website could contain a page with direct links to press releases reporting oneM2M deployment or implementation.
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
