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New top-level menu on oneM2M website
In reviewing the contents of the oneM2M website, it is becoming apparent that a new location to store background, non-technical and non-news information is needed. 
The About oneM2M menu is used for high-level overview information about oneM2M and its organization and structure.

The Membership menu is used for all membership-related information. 
The Technical menu is intended for specific technical information, i.e. specifications etc.

The News/events menu is used to store timely, dated information. 

There is no obvious location for non-technical information, detailed and background in nature, which is not specifically news. Such information might be background articles, ‘thought leadership’ pieces, white papers, videos etc.

We propose to add a new top-level menu item, ‘Resources’, to contain the following information

· Articles or Posts

· Videos (link to oneM2M YouTube page)

· Webinars (current Webinar page)

· White Paper (link to White Paper)

· LinkedIn Group (link to LinkedIn discussion group)

Typical sources of the Articles could be members, chairmen, or participants.

This new menu will ensure that the content we prepare will be more visible, and will also act as an obvious source of material for journalists and others.
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
