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Need for a new page to track Open Source projects

There have been repeated calls from members involved in Open Source projects implementing oneM2M specifications to have greater visibility of their work through oneM2M. Open Source implementations are useful to oneM2M, in that they attract a developer community to oneM2M without oneM2M putting in place a developer programme. This in turn feeds adoption and commercial implementation of oneM2M specifications. Many similar IoT platform specifications have an Open Source following, or manage or sponsor an Open Source project.
At the same time, oneM2M cannot engage in or contribute to Open Source development without verifying license compatibility with the oneM2M IPR policy, nor can oneM2M endorse any Open Source project. Indeed there are already at least three Open Source projects claiming to implement parts of oneM2M, so oneM2M shouldn’t be seen to pick a favourite among them.
However, oneM2M could carry a web page providing information on known Open Source projects which claim to implement oneM2M specifications, and offer an invitation to new Open Source projects to request listing on this page. In this way, oneM2M could facilitate participation in these Open Source projects, thereby increasing oneM2M’s visibility and adoption.
