Agenda Item 7.1 – Core Materials : Key Messages (MARCOM-2016-0047)
MARCOM is looking for feedback to confirm that it’s focusing on the right areas in the oneM2M Key Messaging Framework slide deck.

Ken Figueredo suggestion #1: Deck should be customised for “target business decision making stakeholders” to promote adoption of oneM2M Framework. 
Ken suggestion #2: provide information on efforts and geographical spread of oneM2M initiative.
It was agreed that these are good to have, but stick to the principle of “Power of 3” in the presentation.  

DECISION: Identify the 3 key areas for which oneM2M is known and create 3 key messages that address those areas.

b. ARIB-TTC joint conference on M2M in Japan on Sep 9, 2016 (in Japanese language). Explore leveraging oneM2M here.

c. TIA may be able to arrange a speaker, if a speaking slot is still open for the Washington event (4th Annual IoT Global Summit),

d. In speakers bureau document - list of additional speakers will be merged with the “main” list of speakers, as there is no difference between the groups. 

e. Seek list of potential speakers from members. Partners to actively ask for potential speaker names from their members.

Events that members go to on their own can be announced within oneM2M community to help get endorsement from oneM2M and support in content and media advisory etc.

Speakers will be encouraged to provide feedback on the usefulness of the events (are these worth repeating in future etc,).

Agenda Item 7.4 – Core Materials-Brochure :

Work to update the brochure is in progress, with a goal of having the updated brochure available by the time Release 2 is published.

Brochure can state that decision to make a Release 2.0 was made in the Montreal TP#24 meeting, even though work beyond this release continues to happen.

Agenda Item 8 – Audience Defining:

Industrial IoT and Smart Cities are decided as focus segments.

Need volunteers to contribute for press briefings content around Rel 2.

Agenda Item 9 – Release 2.0 PR Outreach:

 The Chair acknowledged that last week’s press release didn’t follow committee processes to allow for review by the group prior to public distribution. Another press release will be published, following committee processes, when the Release 2 documents are published.

4.7 Agenda Item 10 – Smart Cities White Paper:

The Chair will confirm with the TP Chair that the Smart Cities white paper be more of a market insider view – and not a technology centric paper.

NIST is also writing a white paper so we need to confirm that our white paper doesn’t focus on the same aspects of smart cities. 

Explore working with GSMA for a joint position paper on how oneM2M can help “conventional” telecom service providers pitch for smart city opportunities.
4.8 Agenda Item 11 – Wikipedia Process:

Presence on Wikipedia is very important but getting content published on a Wikipedia page has changed dramatically. Not going through the process properly can lead to blacklisting This has resulted in a “cottage industry” of Wikipedia writers to emerge. Use of these writers helps to ensure our content is published in a timely manner, but it does come with a cost associated (~$500-$1000 (USD). 

Is MARCOM decides to not spend the money on this initial Wikipedia page creation, we must realize that it will slow down the process dramatically.

Once the Wikipedia page is created (outsourced), oneM2M can keep the content up-to-date and without cost.
ACTION – the MARCOM Chair will bring a recommendation for a Wikipedia presence that includes what pages should be added/modified and the expected cost to outsource the initial update.

4.9Agenda Item 12 – Competition Landscape:

Create an offerings landscape – identifying overlapping and complementary solutions. Alliance for IoT Innovation (AiOTI) (Europe) has created an IoT landscape but the information hasn’t been updated in 9 months and is missing quite a bit of information but may be a good place for info to use as a base. 

ACTION – Ultan will share the Alliance for IoT Innovation information with the MARCOM group. Participants were invited to review and provide comments.
