A Release 2.0 webinar will be presented by Dale Seed, Interdigital, on November 3rd at 14.00 UTC. 
(10) White Papers

1. Dr.Omar Elloumi provided input for Smart Cities White Paper. 
A writer has been identified and a framework has been agreed upon. The drafting has started. A press release will be issued in due time.
2. A joint white paper on Semantic Interoperability is now near completion. The idea is to present an aligned work on Semantics between the different involved organisations. 

Ultan Mulligan explains that oneM2M wants to have all the logos of the other involved organisations on the paper and be allowed to add it on the oneM2M portal. Dr. Omar Elloumi explains that a joint press release is foreseen and that a reference may be added to the oneM2M website. Nothing has been decided yet but oneM2M can drive the decision. 
DECISION: It is decided to wait for the initial draft of the IEEE press release before MARCOM starts a discussion with IEEE, W3RC and AIOTI.
(11) Bylines

1. A Fierce Wireless feature has been written and submitted on behalf of Omar Elloumi.  It is expected to be published by Q4.

2. An IoT Evolution Magazine byline was written and submitted on behalf of Tim Carey and Joerg Swetina. The Marcom team is tracking for imminent coverage.
3. An Intercomms byline was written and submitted on behalf of Dr. Omar Elloumi. This will be submitted during the week of 26 Sept. It is expected to be published in October 2016.
4. An IoT Agenda byline is currently being written on behalf of Matt Lear.    

(12) Open Source Certification

1. Request for Logo

A discussion has been going within oneM2M for a certification programme. It has been rejected at TP level but a certification scheme has been started. They presented a logo that was rejected because it was too close to the actual oneM2M logo. Peter Kim explains that the legal subcommittee disagreed that the logos were too alike, noting that the regular and certified marks should share some visual similarity. None of the legal subcommittee participants formally expressed objection to the proposed logo. Ultan Mulligan explains that MARCOM can only give advice once a logo is actually submitted, then it will be up to the organizers of the certification scheme to take this advice into account or not. 
2. Request for communications plan

oneM2M has been requested to provide help to promote the Open Source initiative. Ultan Mulligan explains that there are different Open Source projects implementing oneM2M and suggests that oneM2M references the Open Source projects on its website, adding that this is not a definitive list.
