MARCOM-2017-0028 was AGREED
3 Strategic Review
The Chair presented the work and actions achieved throughout 2016 until June 2017.
There was some discussion about the future actions and moves to take. 


oneM2M coverage:  it is low in North America compared to Europe & Asia. Companies with the right connections should be identified and approached. Marketing people in particular to present them with examples of real deployment. US Smart cities initiatives, developers, regulators, North American service providers should also be reached out.
OneM2M needs to “sell” the value added service of its standards to be more widely known. 

Interop event: this event should be documented and made more visible. 

Developer community: this community should be reached out in priority

User cases/business cases: Companies that have large scale pilot deployments must be contacted to collect feedback on how and why they chose oneM2M. oneM2M needs examples to show how it saves money. Developer guides and developers experience should be documented to eventually set up a tool kit. 

Identify the right people: oneM2M needs to show the big picture and needs to ensure that whoever briefs the CEO (or equivalent) puts oneM2M at the top of the list. 

Interoperability: it is a key issue. oneM2M needs to make the standards easier for an engineer to understand

Industry day: This need to be further develop as it brought much valuable input from external companies.

F. O’Brien proposed to Marcom to use the summer to build a new plan and invite Marcom to the next face-to-face SC to present their marketing plan. F2F SC will be a good opportunity for marcom to explain actions and get support. 


ACTION: MARCOM-34-001:Draft a topography on industry and how we all interact to show the entire ecosystem and who does what and where they all fit. Sharon Oddy will send out the early draft from last year

Taly Walsh, TIA was elected by acclamation. 
The Steering Committee will confirm her nomination during their July meeting.

MARCOM-2017-0027 was AGREED

Omar Elloumi suggested that a second vice chair from either Europe or Asia would also be a good idea. It was confirmed that there could be 3 vice chairs covering all regions. 

Lauren Layman also pointed out that hiring another corporate representative for Marcom would be beneficial.

Asia would be the preferred area as the TP leadership already has the European region covered. 
Omar stated that it would be preferable to have someone from the industry.

Japan was discussed. It was also suggested that as the Korean IoT industry was so far advanced it would be useful to have someone with this experience. It was decided that Lauren Layman would make an outreach to HPE for a European Vice-Chair.
5 Budget 

Proactive PR is looking for an increase in the monthly fee for the rest of 2017, from £2,310 to £3,895.  The reason is because the level of activity and support they have been providing have increased significantly and will continue to do so.  Sharon Oddy reminded that she would try to negotiate the fee. 
It was noted that there were strong concerns about the grammatical and syntactical quality of the Press Releases. The PR agency would be informed.
Some differences between the current agreement and the new proposal were discussed:
1.14 Researching, drafting and editing up to two case studies showcasing deployments involving oneM2M members
It was suggested that this directly relates to the priorities discussed above. Also 'up to two' should be clarified as this could mean none.
1.19 Attending a monthly Marcom Call and developing agendas and reports for this call and other oneM2M committee calls which require Marcom input.
It was clarified that the agenda and report mentioned here did not refer to the meeting agenda and the meeting report. 
The possibility to get funding from other areas was discussed. It was clarified that this had been tried previously but had not been successful. It was felt that this was worth exploring again.
It was reminded that Proactive PR was not the only budget line: White Papers, Industry Days, Social Amplification, etc. 
Matsuo-san, FC Chair, presented the Draft 2018 Central Budget Plan.
Marcom can adjust the budget lines and make recommendations as it wishes, this would be presented to the SC that would agree on the total fee but would not comment the details.
It was agreed to continue to work with Proactive PR.

2017-2018 Priorities and Planning
5.1
Industry Days
There will be an Industry Day at the TP31 meeting in India hosted by TSDSI but there will be none during the TP32 meeting in November in Sophia. The ETSI IoT week featuring oneM2M being scheduled from 23-26 October and the oneM2M TP32 meeting being held from 13-17 November, it was felt that the main focus for presentations should be the IoT week to avoid diluting the quality of the presentations. 
This will be communicated to the MARCOM group and O. Elloumi will ensure that they know that the main focus of promotion should be on the IoT week.

It was agreed that it would be useful to have a summary of the experience gathered so far to help TSDSI in organizing the event. This input should come from the Industry Day organization committee.
It was agreed that Lauren Layman, ATIS, would provide TSDSI with some guidelines.

Actions from Industry Day: 
There is a clear need for a communication strategy, oneM2M must drive the value of using oneM2M standards. 
OFC, zigbee, IIC and Thread agreed on the idea of a bigger picture and that they needed to be partners. They agreed that all technologies fitted together, needed to be worked on and communicated.

ACTION: MARCOM-34-002: A project managing group will be set up and information will be transferred to Marcom in due time.
