4 Steering Committee Meeting

Chris gave an update from the Steering Committee meeting held on Apr 4, 2018. 
· A budget has been granted for white papers this year.

· There currently is no budget for a significant website refresh, therefore we will continue to look to enhance and update the existing site.  A small team have been formed to look at this.

· Fran O’Brien has volunteered to cover Chris Meering as the acting Marcom Chair during his absence (April 20- May 8).

The Website refresh team will connect with Patrick to discuss way forward.
5 Ongoing PR Activities 
5.1 Industry Days: 
· The next Industry Day is scheduled to be held in September and will coincide with IoT Week in Korea.
5.2 White Papers:
The Smart Cities white paper is being updated to reflect recent deployments of oneM2M’s specification in Smart Cities across India. This is connected to work with CEN CENELEC. This has been triggered based on a suggestion from Omar.
Following the joint workshop held with IIC, it was suggested that the two organisations will draft a joint white paper addressing the security architecture of Industrial IoT. 
5.3 Webinars :

Chris gave an update on the webinars held since the last MARCOM meeting:
· A webinar involving Deutsche Telekom and Orange on the topic of the Smart Device Template is still being pursued.  

· Protocols in oneM2M – hosted by Peter Niblett, of IBM – is tentatively scheduled. Date to be confirmed.

· Two further webinars have been suggested for 2018 – a general oneM2M update and a discussion on Industry 4.0.

· A webinar on Release 3 will be organized following its publication, which will also include a general update on oneM2M. Release 3 is likely to be ready by the end of July.

· TTA Conformance Testing PR achieved 75 pieces of coverage.

· oneM2M showcase at Mobile World Congress 2018 PR achieved 51 pieces of coverage.

· Proactive PR has also drafted a questionnaire which will help to develop content for the Industry Day press release.

· A PR plan is currently being drafted surrounding Release 3.

· A byline about how interoperability is key to building confidence in the IoT has been submitted to IoT Agenda, as part of a regular blogging series. · A second blog post for IoT Agenda is currently being drafted based on the Industry 4.0 slides provided by Ken.

· Another byline on the horizontal linking of data has also been drafted for Product Design and Development. 

· A byline based on the LPWA white paper has been submitted to InterComms Magazine and will appear in its Spring/Summer edition.

· A byline on ensuring IoT success, whatever your access mode, has been submitted to the African Wirless Communications Yearbook.

· A Q&A on Smart Cities has been submitted to Crain Communications.
