4.1 Industry Days

· The next Industry Day will be held on September 14 to coincide with IoT Week in Korea. 
4.2 White Papers
· A suggestion for an updated version of the Smart Cities white paper was put forward by Omar. This was going to be updated with CEN CENELEC but they have now withdrawn from oneM2M. The white paper is currently being looked at to see if any other updates can be done. 
· Following the joint workshop held with IIC, it was suggested that the two organisations will draft a joint white paper addressing the security architecture of Industrial IoT. A MOU has now been agreed for this and progress should begin shortly.
4.3 Webinars 

· Planning for the protocols webinar is currently underway and is likely to be scheduled for mid-June. 

· The Deutsche Telekom and Orange webinar on the Smart Device Template is still in the pipeline, with liaison for a date ongoing. It was agreed at TP 35 that this should be arranged and take place as soon as possible. Roland is currently putting together a concrete proposal and date for the webinar. 
· Two further webinars have been suggested for 2018 – a oneM2M update and a discussion on Industry 4.0. 
· A webinar on Release 3 to include a general update on oneM2M will take place after Release 3 is published (likely to be end of July). 
· A webinar on IIC security architecture has been proposed following the joint IIC/oneM2M workshop.

· A webinar on the oneM2M / ITU collaboration was proposed on the last Marcom call.

· A news release to promote the Industry Day in September will be drafted when more information becomes available. Peter will provide more information once the agenda has been finalised.
