Our Vision

“A world of secure and interoperable services where IoT adoption is easy and delivers benefits to society.”

Our mission

“We are the worldwide equitable community that developed and evolves IoT standards to make interoperability easy and services secure for the IoT ecosystem. Our standards are openly accessible and formally recognized by standards and regulatory authorities.”

Tagline options (after checking availability):

1. The IoT Standard

2. IoT made easy

3. Making IoT easy

4. Makes IoT easy

The MARCOM chairman is going to prepare a document listing these proposals to be sent to the rest of the oneM2M Marketing community for final decision.

2. Regional vice chair positions update
This was not discussed during the meeting.
3. Review of latest and future oneM2M Marcom activities

Callie Sowerby, Proactive PR, presents the PR activity report of October 2019 in document MARCOM-2019-0030
155 press articles were generated from oneM2M Press Releases.
There were 74 media social releases.
The upcoming Press Releases, lines up and editorial coverages are presented.

Regarding the future press release on the Indian Government smart cities bid - if successful-  Roland Hechwartner explains that the Indian government is still debating the issue and it is likely to occur before the end of the year.
It is noted that executive interviews are very successful.

Regarding upcoming speaking slots, Roland Hechwartner points out that the issue of travel funding is limiting.

Nadja Rachow explains that the problem has been raised and that such funding has been requested in the new MARCOM budget.

It is noted that Bob Flynn from Chordant will be present at the IoT Solutions World Congress at the GCF-oneM2M joint booth. 
Roland Hechwartner asks what the best solution would be to successfully announce Release 4, Callie Sowerby from the PR agency replies that a specific press release is already planned. 
Roland Hechwartner suggests to also schedule a webinar on the highlights of Release 4 at the beginning of 2020, right after the press release. 
Other webinars are in the pipeline: 
Ken Figueredo and Roland Hechwartner will co-host a webinar on the maturity of oneM2M in late November.
Bob Flynn will present a webinar on the impact of IoT on the network operators (2nd or 3rd week of December). 
Roland Hechwartner and WG chairs will hold a webinar on Release 4 (late January).
Ken Figueredo suggests to organize webinars on the IoT Week showcases.
Andreas Neubacher discusses the idea of making more videos, even simple ones designed for developers, or use those done by the companies themselves.

He explains that 3GPP and oneM2M will work on joint technical papers authored by leadership, these will also aim at clarifying that 3GPP and oneM2M are not competitors but actually work together. 

Hiroshi Hamano and Nadja Rachow discusses the budget and possible ways of simplifying the access to small amounts of money necessary to marketing actions, without going through a long SC approval process.

4. Presentation of first design proposal and sitemap

A first draft has been presented to the group and a first site map structure proposal has quickly been presented. Roland Hechwartner insists on the need to improve the developer’s corner. Josef BLANZ has proposed to look at some benchmark websites as Thraed group.com and 5G/ACIA in order to ask the agency to come up with new design proposa
l.
