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Introduction
Though there are descriptions for oneM2M identifiers in clause 7.1, it cannot be assured that we have the same understanding on each ID. During the process of this summary work, we’d have better common understanding. 

Some descriptions do not contain necessary information, so this contribution points out them as FFS.
A few ID may need to be reconsidered whether we really need that, for example M2M-App-ID has many out-of-scope characteristics.
