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1. Background
In its current version, the Architecture Technical Specification describes in its section 9.6.1 a common attribute named “searchStrings”, that has the purpose of “marking” resources in order to make them easier to retrieve.

While such a concept is very welcome and widely used in a lot of modern-day applications, it may be debatable whether the term “searchStrings” clearly conveys the purpose of this common attribute.

Other widely adopted applications prefer the term “label”, used for example in Google Mail, in the Sparrow mail client for iOS.
Another variant that may also be considered is the term “tag”, that is also widely used in well-known application, such as Twitter (hashtags), or even software revision control systems like Subversion or Git or organization applications such as Toodledo.
As a final example, Wikipedia uses the more specific concept of Category, which may be a little too restrictive.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to rename the current common attribute “searchStrings” to “labels”, and to update all instances where this attribute is referred to accordingly. 
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
