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1. Background
In its current version, the Architecture Technical Specification describes in its sections 9.2 and 9.6.3 a resource type called “container”, described as being a generic resource that shall be used to exchange "data" between Applications and/or CSEs.

It is felt that “container” is a too vague name, and is proposed to rename that resource type to “data” instead of “container”, since it is specified to exchange data.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to rename the current resource type “container” to “data”, and to update all instances where this resource type is referred to accordingly. 
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
