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GUIDELINES for Change Requests:

Provide an informative introduction containing the problem(s) being solved, and a summary list of proposals.

Each CR should contain changes related to only one particular issue/problem.
Follow the principle of completeness, where all changes related to the issue or problem within a deliverable are simultaneously proposed to be made E.g. A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete sections need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed section number clearly shows where the new section is proposed to be located.
Multiple changes in a single CR shall be clearly separated by horizontal lines with embedded text such as, start of change 1, end of change 1, start of new clause, end of new clause.
When subsequent changes are made to content of a CR, then the accepted version should not show changes over changes. The accepted version of the CR should only show changes relative to the baseline approved text. 
Introduction
During the discussion at ARC#9.3 meeting, it was decided to divide ARC-2014-0626R03 contributions into several per specific topic. During the discussion, there raised a need to enhance AE/CSE definition to capture the relationship of each entity with instance. This contribution added this point to the existing definition.

Note that ARC-2014-0626R03 was motivated by PPT slide ARC-2013-0514 that was agreed in principle.
Addingly, ARG WG need to think about which TS should contain AE/CSE definitions; the definition TS or the architecture TS.

Functional Architecture

The oneM2M functional architecture in figure 5.2.1-1 comprises of the following functions:

1) Application Entity (AE): Application Entity represents an instantiation of provides Application logic for the end-to-end M2M solutions. Each instance of Application Entity shall be identified with different AE-ID (see clause 7.1.2). Examples of the Application Entities can be an instance of fleet tracking application, remote blood sugar monitoring application, or power metering and controlling application.

2) Common Services Entity (CSE): A Common Services Entity comprises the set of "service functions" that are common to the M2M environments and specified by oneM2M. Such service functions are exposed to other entities through Reference Points Mca and Mcc. Reference point Mcn is used for accessing Underlying Network Service Entities. Each instance of Common Services Entity shall be identified with different CSE-ID (see clause 7.1.4).

Examples of service functions offered by CSE are: Data Management, Device Management, M2M Subscription Management, Location Services, etc. Such "subfunctions" offered by a CSE may be logically apprehended as Common Services Functions (CSFs). Inside a Common Services Entity (CSE), some of the CSFs can be mandatory and others can be optional. Also, inside a CSF, some subfunctions can be mandatory or optional (e.g. inside a "Device Management" CSF, some of the subfunctions like "Application Software Installation", "Firmware Updates", "Logging", "Monitoring", etc. can be mandatory or optional).

3) Underlying Network Services Entity (NSE): An Underlying Network Services Entity provides services to the CSEs. Examples of such services include device management, location services and device triggering. No particular organization of the NSEs is assumed.

NOTE:
Underlying Networks provide data transport services between entities in the oneM2M System. Such data transport services are not included in the NSE.
