	“max_num = 1000 & rateLimistWindow = 60” means during 60 seconds up to 1000 notifications shall be sent, others are stored or dropped.

	"interimEventsNotify = sendNo" means pending notification during connectionless period shall be deleted by interim CSE

	1. "notificationDeliveryPriority = 3" means this notification is sent earlier than a notification with priority 2.
2. "notificationDeliveryPriority = 5" and "notificationThreshold = 3" mean this notification shall be immediately sent.

	"notificationEventCat = 5" means ec parameter in the notify request shall be set to 5.

	”notificationStoragePriority = 1” and “notificationCongestionPolicy = dropBelow3” mean this notification shall be deleted when it is still pending and storage shortage occurs

	"priorSubscriptionNotify = 3" means recent 3 notifications before this <subscription> creation shall be sent.
