6.2
Common Services Functions
This clause describes the "service functions" provided by the Common Services Layer of the oneM2M System that are common to the M2M environments. Such service functions reside within a CSE and are referred to as Common Services Functions (CSFs). The CSFs provide services to the AEs via the Mca reference point and to other CSEs via the Mcc reference point. Interactions with the NSE is via the Mcn reference point. An instantiation of a CSE in a Node comprises a subset of the CSFs from the CSFs described herein.
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Figure 6.2-1: Common Services Functions
NOTE: The CSFs described herein identify the key service functions of a CSE in providing services to other entities over the standardized Mca, Mcc and Mcn reference points. The CSF descriptions are provided as a preamble for the understanding the oneM2M Architecture functionalities, and must be considered as informative. The CSFs contained inside the CSE can interact with each other but these interactions are not specified nor subject to standardization.
